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We present the results of a study conducted to validate the Interpersonal Sensitivity
measure in the Russian sample. Interpersonal sensitivity is a personality trait en-
compassing preoccupation with the behavior and emotions of other people and fear
of their criticism and rejection (Boyce, Parker, 1989). The sample consisted of 645
participants (100 men) aged 18—35 (M=22.9245.01).
