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state of research concerning the effectiveness of EMDR therapy for PTSD. Results.
Eye movement desensitization and processing has been shown to reduce symptoms
associated with PTSD, as well as anxiety and depression, among various groups of
individuals, including survivors of life-threatening diseases (such as cancer), first
responders, and internally displaced persons/refugees. The research suggests that
EMDR may be more effective than Cognitive Behavioral Therapy (CBT) in reduc-
ing the severity of intrusion and arousal symptoms.
