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The article observes the interrelation between intercultural interaction and creativity. The topic considered is of
immediate interest in foreign psychological studies and has received an extended coverage in contemporary scien-
tific journals. In many studies it have been stated that, in general, intercultural contact stimulates creativity.
Nevertheless, a single unified model describing the mechanism of such effect occurrence has not been created. Four
main groups of factors influencing the relations of intercultural contact and creativity have been formulated, based
on the approaches presented in the foreign literature: cognitive factors associated with new knowledge and its’ pro-
cessing; factors related to self-identification and intergroup relations in a heterogeneous society; factors of accul-
turation; personality factors.
