The contribution of social cohesion to life satisfaction in Russia

Abstract

Context and relevance. Globalization and digitalization affect different forms of social in-
teraction (e.g., social cohesion). Social cohesion is an important factor of social and psycho-
logical well-being. However, previous research focused on the specific components of social
cohesion (e.g., interpersonal and institutional trust) without detailed analysis of the complex
model and its contribution to life satisfaction. The present study is based on a multilevel model
of social cohesion that includes micro- (interpersonal trust, social support, frequency of rela-
tionships), meso- (openness, social participation) and macro-levels (system justification and
institutional legitimacy).

Objective. To identify the contribution of social cohesion to life satisfaction.

Methods and materials. A total of 955 Russians (45% women, M, =36,13 5D, =1190)
participated in the online survey and completed the questionnaires of social cohesion (e.g., inter-
personal trust, social support, frequency of relationships, openness, social participation, system
acceptance, and legitimacy of institutions), life satisfaction, and sociodemographic character-
istics.

Results. Structural equation modeling results showed that the model had excellent fit to the
data (¢ (309) = 1035, p < 0,001; CFI = 0,941, TLI = 0,933, RMSEA = 0,050 [0,046; 0,053],
SRMR = 0,065; R?= 0,40). Micro- and macro-levels of social cohesion contributed positively to
life satisfaction without a corresponding effect for the meso-level. Analysis of the socio-demo-
graphic factors demonstrated positive contribution to life satisfaction only for subjective socio-
economic status.
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Conclusions. The lack of contribution of the meso-level to life satisfaction indicate a low lev-
el of civic participation or alternative ways of realization of social relations at the meso-level
(through other levels of social relations). The findings emphasize the need for a multilevel analy-

sis of social cohesion and life satisfaction.

The current socio-economic and political situation in Russia, including
sanctions, discrimination and a negative information field, creates significant challenges for the
population. This is especially acute in frontline areas that are being shelled, which negatively
affects the physical and psychological health of residents. Not all Russians have adapted to the
modern environment and are able to plan for the future.

Objective. To study the psychological adaptation and image of the future of residents in front-
line regions of the Russian Federation under conditions of the special military operation.
Hypothesis. A positive image of the future (openness to the future, ideas about the impact of
personal efforts on the future, and a positive image of Russia), positively correlates with psycho-
logical adaptation and negatively predicts levels of anxiety and depression.

Methods and materials. Design: regression analysis of interrelationships between components
of the image of the future and psychological adaptation. Participants: 212 respondents from
Bryansk and Belgorod regions (80,7% women, average age 25 years). Instruments: question-
naire of anxiety states in adaptation by Yu.L. Khanin, patient health questionnaire “Patient
Health Questionnaire-9” in adaptation by A.A. Zolotareva, “Spectrum of psychological health”
questionnaire, scale of life satisfaction in adaptation by E.N. Osin and D.A. Leontiev, scale of
openness to the future in adaptation by A.S. Khegay and others, as well as questions for assess-
ing time perspective.

Results. A significant predictor of psychological adaptation in a situation of proximity to mili-
tary operations is a positive image of the future, including openness to the future, a positive
image of Russia in the present and future, as well as ideas about the impact of personal efforts
on their lives.

Conclusions. A positive image of the future is a significant predictor of psychological adaptation
in conditions of armed conflict. The construct of openness to the future contributes a decrease in
anxiety and depression, as well as an increase in life satisfaction and psychological well-being.

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How does ideological polarization affect family relationships?
The role of perceived psychological climate

Abstract

Context and relevance. Previous studies have shown that ideological polarization negatively affects
Jamily and romantic relationships. People have a more negative attitude toward family members and
romantic partners they perceive as political opponents than toward those they see as politically like-
minded individuals. However, the psychological mechanisms of this connection are not fully understood.
Objective. To analyze the relationship between ideological polarization, basic psychological
needs satisfaction, and family relationships.

Hypothesis. Ideological polarization between family members is negatively associated with the
quality of family relationships. This connection is mediated by political discussions that frustrate
basic psychological needs.

Methods and materials. Respondents were recruited on the Yandex-Zadaniya online platform.
The sample included 513 citizens; 48,5% identified as male and 51,5% as female; participants’
ages ranged from 18 to 64 (M = 38,96, SD = 9,88). Participants selected a family member with
whom they discuss social issues and indicated the degree of similarity between their views and
those of that person. Participants then answered questions about (a) the style of political discus-
sions with this person (the author’s questionnaire), (b) the extent to which these discussions sat-
isfy psychological needs (Legate, Ryan, Weinstein, 2012), and (c) relationships with this family
member (items from the Russian version of the FACES-IV questionnaire; Zelenskaya, 2016).
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Results. Ideological polarization reduces the likelihood of compromise and calm communication
between family members but increases the likelihood of dominance and tense communication
between them. Compromise and calm communication, in turn, form an autonomy-supportive
psychological climate that promotes the satisfaction of basic psychological needs. Meanwhile,
dominance and tense communication contributeto the controlling psychological climate that
Jrustrates these needs. The autonomy-supportive climate, in turn, improves, while the controlling
climate worsens relationships between family members.

Conclusions. Ideological polarization can worsen relationships between close people. This oc-
curs because political opponents more persistently promote their position and listen less to each
other than political like-minded individuals do. This effect arises primarily when political discus-
sions hinder participants from satisfying basic psychological needs. This means that if interlocu-
tors can restore an autonomy-supportive psychological climate through other actions, political
discussions can no longer be an obstacle for them, but an opportunity to expand their under-
standing of political events and processes.

Limitations. This study has several
limitations. First, the theoretical model de-
scribing the relationship between ideologi-
cal polarization and close relationships is
causal, and our study is cross-sectional. On
the one hand, this reflects established re-
search practice. On the other hand, it does
not allow for an accurate conclusion about
the direction of causality. Therefore, to test
this model, it makes sense to conduct a lon-
gitudinal study in which the three variables
will be measured in the first wave, and the
fourth variable in the second wave.

Second, our study looked at ideological
polarization in family relationships. Howev-
er, previous studies have shown that people
react differently to ideological polarization in

close and distant relationships. For example,
the difference in views is related to less com-
promise in distant relationships but not to
close ones (Hopmann, Bjarnge, Wonneberg-
er, 2020). Therefore, in future research, it can
compare the relationship between ideologi-
cal polarization, political discussions, per-
ceived psychological climate, and the quality
of relationships with different people.

Third, we considered the basic psycho-
logical needs from the Basic Psychological
Needs Theory. However, in political psy-
chological  studies, other classifications
of basic psychological needs are used. For
example, the System Justification Theory
highlights existential, epistemological, and
social needs (Jost, 2020). Thus, in future
studies, it can compare the role of basic psy-
chological needs from different theories.

Fourth, we asked respondents to as-
sess how their interlocutors behave, but
did not ask about their own behaviour. On
the one hand, this is consistent with previ-
ous studies. On the other hand, it can be
assumed that the perception of the actions
of the interlocutor depends on the relation-
ship of his actions with the actions of the
person himself. For example, a person who
tries to dominate in a dispute may react less
negatively to similar actions of the partner.
Therefore, in future studies, it makes sense
to ask respondents about their actions.

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Abstract

Context and Relevance. Intergenerational studies of discriminatory attitudes and their value
predictors contribute to the resolution of psychological problems associated with certain beliefs.

Objective. To compare discriminatory attitudes and their value predictors among representa-
tives of the youth and parental generations.

Hypothesis. Discriminatory attitudes among youth are less pronounced than those of the older
generation (parental generation).

Methods and Materials. The study involved 263 participants. Representatives of the younger
generation (M = 20,55 years) (n = 170, 97 women, 73 men) and the older generation (M = 42,22
years) (n = 93, 59 women, 38 men) were included. To assess the strength of discriminatory at-
titudes, questions were used that included discriminatory environments and outgroups. The ex-
pression of individual values was assessed using the Schwartz Value Questionnaire.

Results. The older generation is more inclined to limit activity, reject, and experience prejudice
toward members of socially prominent groups. Among the younger generation, the value of tra-
dition is a significant positive predictor of discriminatory attitudes, while the value of indepen-
dence of thought is a significant negative predictor. Among the older generation, the value of
power as a resource is a significant positive predictor of discriminatory attitudes; the value of
hedonism and commitment to an ethnic group are significant negative predictors.

Conclusions. The value and sociodemographic predictors of general discriminatory attitudes
differ between the younger and older generations. The younger generation’s desire for indepen-
dence and critical thinking helps reduce the intensity of prejudice toward others. Among the older
generation, the value of hedonism significantly reduces general discriminatory attitudes. Among
the younger generation, the value of traditions increases general discriminatory attitudes.

The problem of an individual’s psychological well-being is of particular
importance in the context of human participation in various communities and groups. The rel-
evance of this study is driven by the high dynamism of the modern world, where people increasingly
Jace the need to maintain and strengthen their psychological well-being by seeking out interest-
based groups.

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Abstract

Context and relevance. Digital technologies create new contexts for the moral choices of
adolescents, significantly different from traditional forms of social interaction. The theoretical
framework of the study is the concept of the “ethical gap” by C. James, combined with modern
approaches to studying the influence of the digital environment on the transformation of moral
norms in online communication.

Objective. To identify the main behavioral practices of the ethical gap in the online communica-
tion of adolescents with dif ferent levels of problematic social media use.

Hypothesis. Adolescents with problematic social media use more frequently exhibit behavioral
practices associated with the ethical gap.

Methods and materials. The study involved 539 adolescents aged 12 to 18 (M = 14, SD = 1,7).
A cross-sectional design was used with an online suroey. Problematic social media use was diag-
nosed using an adapted questionnaire based on the Bergen Facebook Addiction Scale. A special
structured questionnaire was developed to operationalize indicators of the ethical gap. Statistical
analysis included the Mann- Whitney U-test and Pearson’s y? test.

Results. Adolescents in the high-risk group were significantly more likely to be in a digital envi-
ronment with a higher concentration of destructive content, demonstrated a willingness to discuss
socially sensitive topics, used profanity, exhibited negative emotional reactions to criticism, and
were more frequently both victims and initiators of aggression. A significant association was
Jfound between family structure and the level of problematic use of social media.

Conclusions. The phenomenon of the ethical disconnect is not universal, even among adoles-
cents in the high-risk group, as evidenced by the preservation of basic moral guidelines among
the majority of respondents. It can be assumed that the influence of specific characteristics of the
digital environment contributes to the weakening of moral guidelines among adolescents from
risk groups.

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The relationship between identity and prosocial behavior among
contemporary Russian youth

Abstract

Context and Relevance. Prosocial behavior, defined as actions aimed at benefiting other individu-
als, groups, or society as a whole, is associated with a range of positive social outcomes, from strength-
ening a positive self-image to enhancing intragroup cohesion. Readiness to engage in prosocial actions
is mediated by social identification and reflects the ways in which individuals define themselves across
different social contexts in relation to members of various social groups. The nature of this relationship
may vary across age groups and undergo particularly pronounced changes during youth. However, in
the Russian context, there is a lack of comprehensive studies examining the transformation of the rela-
tionship between social identities and prosocial behavior. The relevance of this research is determined
by the increasing dif ferentiation of environmental factors, which necessitates the study of conditions
enabling successful social integration and the formation of positive behavioral models.

Objective. To examine the nature of the relationship between different forms of identity and
prosocial behavior across various age groups within the contemporary Russian youth population.
Hypotheses. It is hypothesized that (1) the prosocial behavior of youth is primarily associated
with broad group identities, and (2) as youth mature, the relationship between prosocial behav-
ior and personal identity becomes stronger.

Methods and Materials. The overall sample consists of 355 Russian citizens aged 18 to 35. The
following instruments were used: the abbreviated version of the Cheek and Briggs “Aspects of
Identity” questionnaire; McFarland’s “Identification with All Humanity” scale; Carlo and Ran-
dall’s “Prosocial Tendencies Measure”; and a socio-demographic indicators survey. Hypotheses
were tested using one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) and regression analysis.
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Results. Differences were identified in the structure of relationships between identity and pro-
social behavior among different age groups. With increasing age, the number of prosocial be-
havioral forms associated with civic identity expands. In addition, the relationship of relational
identity to conformist and altruistic forms of prosociality changes; a connection with personal

identity emerges.

Conclusion. It is advisable to study “youth” as a differentiated group, considering the dynamic
transformation of their socio-psychological characteristics depending on the social situation of
development. As individuals age, the connection between prosocial behavior and personal struc-
tures reflecting group experience grows stronger; later, orientation toward personal goals and

values is added to these structures.

Limitations. Further research should
address the limitations identified in the
present study, including the insufficient
size of the younger and older youth cohorts,
the gender and age imbalance of the sample,
and the relatively low number of respon-
dents with children.

It should also be taken into account that
the operationalization of civic identity was
associated with the categories of “empathy”
and “willingness to help,” which capture the
emotional component of identity but may
distort the observed relationship.

Moreover, since prosocial behavior and
social identities were examined using self-
report measures, it was not possible to con-
trol for the effects of social desirability.

Abstract

Context and relevance. The article is devoted to the adaptation of the Career Engagement
Scale for the Russian context. The theoretical basis of the study is the concept of person-vocation
[it, which represents one of the levels of person-environment fit.

Objective. To adapt the Career Engagement scale for Russian representation.

Hypothesis. The hypothesis of the best fit of the single-factor approach for the Career Engage-
ment scale of the Russian representation was tested.

Methods and materials. The methodology included exploratory and confirmatory factor anal-
ysis on two samples: university and college students (n = 481) and employees of organisations
(n = 1000).

Results. The results revealed a three-factor scale structure (“Career planning”, “Career net-
working”, “Career self-development”), confirmed in both samples. The obtained scale structure
is consistent with the data of preliminary studies but differs from the one-factor approach pro-
posed by the authors of the original questionnaire (A. Hirschi, P.A. Freund, A. Herrmann). The
adapted 10-item scale demonstrated high reliability and validity, supported by correlations with
positive affect, resilience, self-esteem, and trust.

Conclusions. A reliable and valid psychodiagnostics tool has been added to the methodological
arsenal of practical psychologists. The adapted questionnaire can become a basis for the design
of personnel development programmes aimed at strengthening the proactivity of employees and
contribute to the integration of cross-cultural and generational approaches in the research of
career strategies.

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The relevance index of the professional burnout topic

Abstract

Context and relevance. Occupational burnout is a significant socio-economic problem that re-
quires regular monitoring. The questionnaires traditionally used for the measurement of burnout
are labour-intensive and irregular, making them unsuitable for macro-level monitoring. By anal-
ogy with media-based indices in other fields, this study treats the intensity of burnout mentions
as an indicator of the its public salience, with the aim of contributing to a more comprehensive
understanding of the phenomenon.

Objective. The objective is to develop and test a media-based index of burnout salience in Rus-
sian news, and to assess its applicability for social monitoring and interregional comparisons.
Methods and materials. Data were obtained from the Medialogia analytics system, which covers
approximately 105000 media outlets. The sample spans 2015—2025 and comprises over 30000
publications. To test the robustness of the index, alternative indices are constructed: one based
on top outlets and one restricted to psychology-related news. Additionally, we conduct a regional
analysis (normalised by population) and perform topic modelling of headlines using BERTopic.
Results. During the study period, the index increased steadily, going beyond its initial level by
more than 100 times by 2025. Peaks were observed in July 2019, April and December 2021, and
September—November 2024. External validation shows strong agreement with user interest and
alternative index specifications. We identified leading regions based on the intensity of mentions
and thematic clusters of coverage.

Conclusions. The index is suitable for rapid social monitoring and interregional comparisons,
and is based on a transparent, scalable methodology. This paper outlines potential avenues for
further use by researchers, practitioners and public authorities.

Abstract

This article discusses the use of closely related but distinct concepts in Russian psychological
discourse. These concepts have entered the scientific vocabulary as Russian translations of
“resilience” — “zhiznesposobnost” or as a tracing from English, “resilentnost”. Two estab-
lished traditions of using these constructs are analyzed, and arguments are presented in fa-
vor of the term “zhiznesposobnost” as consistent with both current trends in interpreting the
term “resilience” in international research and the traditions of Russian philosophical and
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psychological thoughts. Methodological and methodical issues related to the questionnaires

Abstract

Context and relevance. The article is based on the materials of the round table “Y.M. Zhukoo
as an event in social psychology: on the 80th anniversary of his birth”, held on June 20, 2025 at
the Faculty of Psychology of Lomonosov Moscow State University. The relevance of the topic is
determined by the growing interest of the professional community in experiental learning, which
is shared by psychologists, educators, business coaches and managers. This interest also extends
to practice-oriented research, which is based on the joint extraction and conceptualization of ex-
perience to solve practical problems “here and now”. The relevance of appealing to the legacy of
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Y.M. Zhukoo lies in the fact that the scientist proposed a holistic concept of experience extraction,
which focuses on a controlled socio-psychological event. Howeuver, Yuri Mikhailovich did not have
time to complete the systematization of his ideas in the form of a unified theory and publish it.
Objective. The primary systematization of Y.M. Zhukov’s key ideas about eventfulness, as well
as the identification of prospects for the development of the professor’s legacy based on the ma-
terials of the round table and the analysis of his work. For this purpose, the methods of experience
extraction developed by Yu.M. Zhukoo are used.

Results. The key elements of Zhukov’s approach are reconstructed: an event as a result of a
contradiction that “opens up” the picture of the world; experimental realism, involving subjects
in joint research, training as an “event factory”. The technology of experience extraction through
identification, qualification and interpretation is described. The integration of the methodology
of action research with the concept of eventfulness is revealed, which makes it possible to create
ef fective prescriptive models.

Conclusions. Zhukov’s concept of eventfulness is a holistic scientific and practical approach
that integrates theory and practice. His methodology remains relevant due to the combination
of formulation and conceptual depth. Promising areas of heritage development are the study of
the mechanisms of transformation of what happened into a social event and the analysis of the
structure of event communication.
