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Abstract

Context and relevance. Tactile interaction constitutes a crucial component of the
emotional bond between parent and child, fostering attachment formation and
psychological well-being. In the context of raising children with autism spectrum
disorder (ASD), tactile contact acquires particular complexity due to the sensory
sensitivities characteristic of this population. The insufficient exploration of parental
attitudes toward close tactile interaction with children with ASD necessitates empirical
investigation of this issue. Objective. To analyze the specifics of the attitude of parents
of children with ASD to affective tactile parent-child contact. Hypothesis. It was
hypothesized that the structure of parents' attitudes toward tactile contact would have
specific characteristics in the group of parents of children with ASD, manifesting in
cognitive-affective dissonance (recognizing the value of contact in theory while
denying its effectiveness in practice), whereas parents of neurotypical children were
characterized by congruence of attitudes. It was also hypothesized that tactile
experiences in parents' own childhoods would be a significant factor in determining
current parenting strategies for both groups. Methods and materials. The study
involved 125 parents (mean age 38,0 = 7,5 years), including parents of children with
ASD and parents of typically developing children. An online survey using the Google
Forms platform was used to collect data, and statistical conclusions were made using
the factor analysis method. The questionnaire comprised statements designed to assess
attitudes toward tactile practices in parenting and retrospective evaluation of tactile
experiences within the family of origin. Results. Participants from both groups
reported insufficient tactile contact in their relationships with their own parents during
childhood. Respondents unanimously acknowledged the importance of nurturing
tactile interactions with typically developing children; however, parents of children
with ASD tended to regard such practices as largely ineffective when applied to their
own children. A qualitative distinctiveness in the attitudes of parents of children with
ASD has been identified, manifested in a gap between the declared value of tactile
contact and doubts about its applicability in a specific situation (cognitive-affective
dissonance). A widespread tendency toward so-called "tactile fatigue" — a state of
overload with tactile stimuli that causes discomfort both in interactions with children
and in adult social interactions — has been identified. This phenomenon is interpreted
as a manifestation of parental burnout. Conclusions. The study revealed signs of
burnout among both parents of typically developing children and parents of children
with ASD, despite the substantially greater effort and resources required for caring for
a child with special needs. It has been shown that the experience of raising a child with
ASD forms a unique cluster of attitudes associated with caution and conventionality
of tactile contact, which reflects cognitive-affective dissonance. The findings
underscore the necessity of integrating into psychological support services programs
aimed at restoring parents' personal resources, including work on tactile boundaries
and overcoming tactile overload. Particular attention should be devoted to developing
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conscious tactile interaction strategies for parents of children with ASD that account
for the child's sensory characteristics and prevent parental resource depletion.

Limitations. A significant limitation of this study is the small sample size of parents with children

diagnosed with autism spectrum disorder. In addition, the ages of the children of all the parents
surveyed also varied quite significantly, which may influence the assessment of judgments, especially
for retrospective experience. Another important limitation is the lack of information on the
intelligence level of children with ASD and the severity of autistic manifestations.

Abstract

Context and relevance. Modern childhood is undergoing large-scale institutional and
social transformations. Despite a substantial body of research, there remains a lack of
comprehensive empirical studies that juxtapose the macro-level of institutional change
with the micro-level of subjective experiences of children and parents. Objective. This
study draws on an institutional approach to the analysis of childhood and a socio-
constructivist understanding of growing up as a process shaped by the interaction of
structural conditions and subjective experience. The aim is to identify key trends
reflecting structural transformations in the inclusive education system and subjective
assessments of growing up. Hypothesis. Social position (parent vs. child) and the
experience of vulnerability are significant factors that differentiate the assessment of
the growing-up process. Methods and materials. The empirical data was derived
from an all-Russian online survey of children and young adults (N = 2279), parents
(N =1011), and specialists (N = 324) conducted in May—June 2025, as well as official
statistics from the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation and the Federal
State Statistics Service for 2020—2025. The study employs descriptive and
comparative analysis. Results. Statistical analysis reveals an increase in the number of
children with disabilities amid an overall decline in the child population, the expansion
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of inclusive education models, and a shift in the structure of specialized educational
institutions. The findings indicate that children's perception of growing up is
emotionally ambiguous, while parents demonstrate higher levels of anxiety.
Conclusions. The results highlight the need for a comprehensive analysis of childhood
that integrates both institutional and subjective levels. These findings provide a
foundation for future research and can inform the development of support measures
for children and families.

Diagnostics of emotional well-being of older preschool children:
evaluation of the reliability of a modified set of methods

Abstract

Context and relevance. Monitoring the emotional well-being of preschool children is
an important component of psychologists' practical work. Simultaneously, there is a
lack of methodological tools for preschoolers and a growing demand among
researchers to study child well-being issues. The modified set of methods allows for
assessing a preschooler's emotional well-being based on an analysis of the child's
personal characteristics, development of their emotional-volitional sphere, behavior,
communication patterns with peers and adults, and neurotic manifestations (totaling
18 indicators across 5 domains). Objective. Empirical validation of the reliability and
construct validity of a modified diagnostic toolkit for assessing emotional well-being
in preschool children within an educational complex setting. Hypothesis. The
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modified set of methods, assessing preschoolers' emotional well-being across 18
indicators within five domains, is reliable and enables the valid identification of groups
of children with high, medium, and low levels of emotional well-being. Methods and
materials. The study involved three groups of respondents. For parents, the
"Psychological Anamnesis" questionnaire (G.V. Burmenskaya, author's modification)
was used, supplemented by a series of standardized questionnaires. The teaching staff
participated in filling out the "Expert Assessment Sheet" (based on L. Stott's technique,
adapted version). Diagnostic examination of children included projective and
psychodiagnostic procedures: the anxiety test "Choose the Right Face" (R. Temml,
M. Dorky, V. Amen), the "Lesenka" technique (modified by A.M. Prikhozhan) and
the projective test "Family Drawing" (adapted by A.L. Venger). Statistical data
processing was performed using SPSS software (versions 14.0, 21.0). The analysis
included: assessment of sample distribution normality (Kolmogorov — Smirnov test);
comparison of independent groups based on rank indicators (Kruskal — Wallis H test);
checking internal consistency and reliability of scales (Cronbach's alpha coefficient);
identification of linear relationships between quantitative variables (Pearson
correlation coefficient). Results. The modified set of methods demonstrated sufficient
reliability (Cronbach's alpha coefficient = 0,919) and revealed significant correlation
links for each technique and the general level of emotional well-being (integral
indicator). The Kruskal — Wallis H criterion showed significant differences for the
three identified groups of children with different levels of emotional well-being across
the entire set of methods. Conclusions. Three groups of preschool children with
different levels of emotional well-being were identified. It was shown that the
modified set of methods for assessing preschoolers' emotional well-being
demonstrated sufficient reliability, which allows its use in diagnosing the emotional
well-being of preschoolers.

The fulfillment of needs for security and emotional accessibility was established as a
key mediator of therapeutic change, whereas neglecting attachment styles reduces the
predictive success of interventions. Conclusions. Attachment theory constitutes a
valid methodological framework for family psychotherapy. It is recommended to
incorporate attachment style assessment into standard family counseling protocols to
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increase the precision of intervention targets and improve the psychological well-being
of family members.

Limitations. The main limitations of our article are the subjective selection and limited scope of
the literature sources, which is limited by the volumes accepted in such studies. Therefore, the most
relevant works were selected, which are usually the most cited and large articles by the authors of the
approaches studied. It should be noted that the narrative format of the review, unlike a strictly
systematic one, does not guarantee an exhaustive coverage of all relevant literature. Additionally, the
inclusion of predominantly English-language sources may limit the representativeness of the findings
for non-Western cultural contexts. Nevertheless, the strict search and selection procedure, as well as
the focus on research with high methodological rigor, allow us to consider the results obtained to be
reliable and relevant for formulating practical recommendations.
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
