Role of Genetic and Environmental Factors
in the Development of Empathy

Russian Presidential Academy of National Economy and Public Administration, Moscow, Russia,
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The paper provides a review of studies on factors influencing empathy development in early childhood
and on conditions promoting manifestation of empathy in children later in life. The outcomes of several
studies shed light on the character of empathic response at early stages of child development, particularly
in infancy and toddlerhood. This review covers research on the role of biological factors and mechanisms
in empathy development (for instance, features of temperament and neuronal bases), as well as research on
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the relationship between genetic and environmental factors in the development of empathy in ontogenesis.
Another part of the paper describes studies on the role of social conditions in the development of empathy
in childhood: it focuses primarily on family relations and, in particular, on the mother/child relationship.
The paper concludes with several suggestions concerning further research of the specified problem.
